Take an Ocean Odyssey across the Knysna lagoon, through the iconic Knysna heads and out into 
the open seas and discover marine life such as whales, dolphins, seals, penguins and birdlife.



Knysna Elephant Park allows for an intimate experience with these gentle giants. Be touched by, 
sleep with, celebrate with, walk with and learn with the elephants today.



The best way to explore the lagoon and get an exquisite perspective of Knysna is on the Featherbed Excursion. 
This trip includes a ferry trip across the lagoon onto a private nature reserve, 4x4 trailer ride to the top of the 
Eastern Head for dramatic views across Knysna and the coastline, a scenic hike through an ancient milkwood 
forest and caves at the base of the cliff. 



More water activities abound in the form of sailing and kayaking on the lagoon and exploring the 
canals of Thesen Island on stand-up paddleboards.



Meander the walkways of Birds of Eden. The world’s largest aviary is home to a massive collection of 
African birds, upwards of 3000, in a 50m free-flight dome, spanning a large indigenous forest.



Visit an ostrich farm to learn more about these flightless birds that are synonymous with the 
town of Oudtshoorn.



Take a tour of one of the first craft breweries in South Africa, Mitchell’s brewery. The tour 
includes tastings of their 6 unique beers.



Cango Caves is one of the world’s great natural wonders, with breathtaking limestone formations 
in a wide variety of colors, a subterranean wonderland.



Tsitsikamma’s Treetop Canopy Tour is the first of its kind in Africa. Take in breathtaking scenery and birdlife and experience 
one of the world’s oldest forests, all while gliding from tree to tree across steel cables 30m above the forest floor!



The Garden Route is a hiker’s paradise, offering trails and terrains to suit everyone, ranging from 
young families with children to hardened hikers and mountaineers. 



Ocean Blue Adventures provides a rare and powerful up close experience of whale and dolphin 
encounters, as well as ocean kayaking tours.



Experience Tsitsikamma on horseback or in the comfort of a horse drawn carriage, riding through forest 
and farmland, grassy fields, indigenous fynbos, local vineyards and old woodcutters’ forest trails.



Take a river boat ride up the keurbooms river into the pristine unspoilt Knysna forest. Enjoy the dramatic 
scenery and birdlife on this tranquil journey upstream where you can stop for a walk through the indigenous 
forest, pop a champagne cork, take a swim in the river or even 1-hr sup-ping trip along the deep ravines.



Meander through authentic local markets to sample fresh homemade wares ranging from baked goods, 
jams and preserves, olives, cheeses and wines to handmade arts & crafts and furniture, often accompanied 
by live local music and entertainment.



Visit the Tsitsikamma National Park to take in scenes of unspoilt natural beauty and dramatic coastal cliffs, 
hike into the forests and cross the iconic storms river mouth suspension bridge.



Get the adrenaline pumping with the highest bungee jump in the world at Bloukrans River Bridge.



Go blackwater tubing down the Storms River – experience this unique tubing, swimming & bouldering 
adventure through the world renowned Tsitsikamma National Park.
